             Earth and jewelry for the renaissance of the education.
               The Egyptian woman supported education throughout the ages for the advancement of society. The women renaissance associated with the societal issues raised by the necessities of progress throughout her long procession that spanned nearly a century and a half century. One of the proofs of the renaissance is educating girls, this renaissance which had contributed mainly until now. Princess Fatima Esmail who was a reason and a factor of the women renaissance at the modern era, she was also one of the women who paved the participation way to the Egyptian woman.

              Princess Fatima Esmaiel was one of the daughters of khedive Esmaiel; she married in 1871 with Prince Tousoun Ibn Mohamed Said Pasha the governor of Egypt. she wad distinguished in her life by her love for the volunteering work, so she has been keen to contribute to charity and caring for  culture and science, and then she  has instilled her culture in her son Prince Omar Tosson who was the most popular family of Muhammad to the public action.
          The doctor of Princess Fatima told her that Cairo University has some problems, so she decided to support the national movement, the education care, and also encourage the scientists, so she had endowed an area of her territory; she has donated nearly 6 acres for a building of the national University (now Cairo). She donated her precious jewels for maintenance of construction costs, and she endowed 674 acres for the University project.
            Princess Fatima declared that she will bear all the expenses of the construction which was 26000 EGP, she offered her jewelry for sale, then she gifted it for the project that she gave it to the university administration to take over sold according to the benefit of the University.
                      As she was generous, she declared that she will bear all the expenses of the ceremony to lay the foundation stone, which was expected to cost the university great expenses. Especially as the Khedive Abbas Hilmi II had announced that he will attend the opening ceremony and also Prince Ahmed Fuad. Princess Fatima participated in laying the foundation stone of the University.
                     She died in 1920 before seeing the University and its lighthouse that she presented for education in Egypt and all the Arab world.

                       In the year (1347AH – 1928AD) Egyptian women joined the University. And the endowment of the princess was a main reason for opening the participation way for women.
                The National Association for the defense of Rights and Freedoms sees that Princess Fatima Ismail is a symbol and a model for Egyptian women that she was the cause in the rise of girls in Egypt, a key factor in the completion of Egyptian girls education and joining the university and graduating from colleges in various disciplines; she also contributed in supporting the participation of the Egyptian women.
