         Safia Zaghloul "The mother of the Egyptians".
         She had a prominent role in the Egyptian political life. She was born to an aristocratic family; her father is Mustafa Fahmi Pasha who was one of the first prime ministers in Egypt since Egypt knew the ministry system in the early nineteenth century.
              Safia Mostafa Fahmi who was nicknamed as Safia Zaghloul was born in 1878 and died on January 12, 1946, leaving behind her non-traditional life of the Egyptian girl and sincere wife believing in her husband;  she was the wife of Saad Zaghloul who is one of the largest and most powerful leaders of Egypt and the leader of the 1919 revolution in Egypt.
                  Safia Zaghloul was called "Mother of the Egyptians" and that as a result of her bid flowing for the cause of the Arab world and Egypt in particular, that she went out with the women protests to demand independence during the 1919 revolution. And has carried the banner of the revolution when her husband was exiled to the island of Seychelles. And she contributed directly and actively in the liberation of Egyptian women.
                  After the death of her husband, Safia Zaghloul lived twenty years but she didn't give up her national activity to the extent that the Prime Minister "Ismail Sidky Pasha," warned her to give up the political work but she didn't in spite of these attempts.
                 In 1921, Safia took off her veil when she reached Alexandria with her husband Saad Zaghloul; she was influenced with the French culture. Her husband Saad gave her the full freedom as he was trust her, and she was the first Arab political leader's wife to appear without veil in public forums and photos. Even she was called on the western-style that she carried her husband name and not her family name. 
                The first stage of taking off the veil was gradual that Saad Zaghlul asks some women who was attending his speeches to take off the veil. All these events encouraged Nour Elhoda Mohammed Sultan the former of the Egyptian Feminist Union who was known as Hoda Sha'rawi to take off her veil when meeting Saad Zaghlul in Alexandria after his return from exile. After that, women followed her and took off theirs veil.
          Safia Zaghlul and the young Egyptian Saad Zaghlul had a lot of battles against the British that resulted in a tremendous balance of slogans and denunciations; there is another important achievement; this is the culmination of Ms. Safia A Mother to all Egyptians, after her husband has been exiled. The mother of the Egyptians issued a statement that was read on the large rallies which were around "The Nation House" – Saad and Safia's house_ this statement which was read by Safia's secretary, this statement contains " The English brute power arrested Saad and his tongue, but his wife and life partner Safia Zaghloul witnesses God and homeland that she will put herself in the same place where her husband had put himself as sacrifice and struggle for the sake of the homeland. And Mrs. Safia in this position considered herself as a mother for all those children who came out to face bullets to freedom. " 

          After Safia Zaghlul's secretary casts this statement to the protesters, one of the leaders of the demonstration hailed:" long live the mother of the Egyptians", and since then has become the title of Ms. Safia Zaghloul is the "Mother of the Egyptians", and she remained associated with this title by now, after the departure in the mid-forties of the last century,, since nearly sixty years. .
          The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms in its presentation for today character, confirms that the Egyptian woman is a supporter and campaigner for her husband in all the circumstances and tribulations of his life and challenged everyone and she declared courageously that she considers herself the mother of all Egyptians who came out to face bullets for freedom.
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
