                               Siza Nabarawy

       The third Egyptian woman in terms of fame.

                     She is Hoda Sharawi's friend, she accompanied her in the international and national conferences. They were the first women to take-off the veil in Egypt after they had returned from the west where they attended the international women's union conference which was held in Rome 1923 AD.

                Her real name is Zeinab Mohammed Morad ,she is a pioneer of the pioneers of the women's movement in Egypt since 1919AD, and is the third Egyptian women in terms of fame in that historical period. She brought up in Adila Nabarawy's house who is a relative to siza's mother . Siza was sent to live with alternative parents in paris , she participated in organizing and leading the first women demonstration in 1919 AD against the British occupation authorities.

                  Siza Nabrawi was born on 24 May 1897 in a village in western Santah Department, and in 1931 her alternative mother committed suicide because of problems with her husband, then Siza returned to Egypt at the age of 15 to discover that Adila ( who is a relative to her mother) not her real mother , and this was a harmful thing for her especially for the conservative life imposed by the father and ordered her to put on her face veil. Hence, locked herself in her room for several days refusing to leave the house until Hoda Sharawi ( a close friend of her dead alternative mother) convinced her to go out.
                When Siza was 26 years old, she joined the women's Union ,and after two years she became an editor-en-chef of the Egyptian woman magazine issued by the Women's Union in French.
                She was the first who ask all her colleagues to abandon the foreign goods, she got mixed with the broad base of people. She and her collegues were standing in front of foreign shops and telling people not to buy, and the rapid result of her campaign was the closure of the foreign shops which sell the foreign goods. And with the same enthusiasm she has taken a step further to support the establishment of Bank of Egypt, the first Egyptian bank in the face of foreign banks.
                Siza gained a lot of medals and awards as Linen medal from the Soviet Union in 1970, and the perfection medal from Hoda Sharawi's Association in 1971. And the SIS issued a book about Siza Nabrawi as one of the pioneers of the women's movement in Egypt.
                  She knew the national movement in 1951 when she called for forming a resistance committee, she was appreciated by activists of those periods. She recomposed the resistance committee that was calling for facing the Anglo-French-Israeli aggression against Egypt in 1956. Zeinab Mohammed Morad ( Siza Nabarawi) died in the February 24, 1985. 

                    The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms confirms that Siza Nabrawi is a model of the Egyptian women who raised her opinion as a weapon and participated in organizing and leading the first female demonstration in 1919 against British occupation, and she hailed for 1919 revolution and said long live Saad Zaghlul. She Shifted from traditional rural girl to a person who has a message and a role in her country in hard time that was the forties of the last century. She was behind issuing the law that limit the age of marriage 16 years when the girls were marring at a young age. Siza had great fame and reputation of the honor of Egyptian women at the global level.  
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
