                       The First Egyptian Atom Scientist.
                      She was born in the great village Snobo_ Zefta headquarter _ Algharbia governorate in March 3, 1917 and died on August 15, 1952. She was nicknamed as "East's Miss Cori". She is the first lecturer in the Faculty of Science, Fouad I University.
                  Samira Mosa is the first Egyptian Atom scientist, when she was young, she learned writing and reading, she memorized some parts of The Holy Koran, and she was the first Egyptian girl that the council of ministers held a meeting to discuss the decision of allocating her in the university. She was the only Egyptian to visit the privacy atom labs in The United States. She wanted to make the atomic therapy as available as aspirin.

                  She lived her life, which did not exceed five, and thirty years in the superiority; she gained the first prizes in all the education stages, she was the first on the secondary stage in 1935. She selected the Faculty of Science, Cairo University, despite her high marks which enabled her of joining the Faculty of Engineering. Then, she drew the attention of her professor Doctor\ Mustafa Mshrafa who was the first Egyptian to be a dean of the Faculty of sciences, and she ha greatly affected by him.

                  She get the Bachelor of Science and was the first on her class, and was appointed as a dean of the faculty of sciences, Doctor Mostafa Moshrafa supported allocating her and ignored the protests of the foreign teachers. She got a master's degree in the subject of communication warming gases; and traveled on a mission to Britain, studied the nuclear radiation, and obtained her PhD in X-rays and their impact on various materials.
                 Through her various studies, she managed of fragmenting the cheap metals such as copper and then manufacturing the atomic bomb from materials that are available for everyone. But these researches weren't written in the Arabic scientific books.
                  She founded the Atomic Energy Commission just three months after the announcement of the Israeli state in 1948; she was keen to send missions to specialize in the science of Atom; and she was the first called to the importance of nuclear arms. So she organized the Conference of the Atoms for Peace, hosted by the Faculty of Sciences and was attended by a large number of World scientists. She was also a member of many specialized scientific committees such as "The Committee on Energy and the prevention of the atomic bomb" which set up by the Egyptian Ministry of Health.
                   She traveled to Britain and then to America to study at the University of "Oocardj", in Tennessee; and then responded to an invitation to travel to America in 1952, she had the opportunity to conduct research in the laboratories of the University of St. Louis, Missouri, United States, and received offers to stay in America, but she refused, and before returning a few days she responded to the invitation to visit nuclear plants in the suburbs of California on August 15, and in the way to California, a truck appeared suddenly and hit samira's car, smashing into her car strongly and depositing them in a deep ravine, and indicated the investigation that the driver was carrying a false name and that the reactor Department did not send someone to take her.
                She was very genius that she reformulated the algebra book in the first year public high school, and printed at the expense of her father, and distributed free of charge to colleagues in 1933.
              The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms says to all that Samira Mosa is the first Egyptian Atom scientist who appeared at a time when all people were searching for their rights and there wasn't a national council for women. And the woman struggled to gain her rights without relying on others.

              The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms says that Doctor Samira had participated in all the vital activities when she was a student at the Faculty of Science and joined the revolutionary students in November 1932; she participated in Shark project to establish a local factory for tarbooshs, she participated in "the Students Association for the public culture" which aimed at eradicating illiteracy in the Egyptian countryside, and" The Social Renaissance Association"  which aimed at collecting donations; to help poor families. She joined "saving the displaced children group", and save the poor families before there is a law for children of Egypt.
