                            Of the first Egyptian to receive a doctorate degree
                         in the literature to the first woman to head the book institution.
               She was one of the pioneers of girls who entered the university and the first girl in Egypt to get a doctorate in literature.
                   Suheir Alqlmaoy appeared at a time when women haven't roles in the society. She was born on July 20, 1911, to a Kurdish father who was a doctor in Tanta and a Circassian mother; she died in 4/5/1997.  She got a baccalaureate from a school (College of American girls), and in 1929 she was the first girl to join Fouad I University (now Cairo University), where she joined the Faculty of Arts which its dean was Dr\ Taha Hussein. She choosed the department of Arabic where she was the only girl among 14 fellow young men in the Department of Arabic Language Faculty of Arts and she was superior to them.
                  Suheir Alqlmaoy was the first Egyptian girl to obtain a master's degree on topic " Elkhawareg literature in Elamwy Era" in 1937, and she was the first woman to earn a doctorate degree in literature from the University of Egypt in 1941 (Alf Leila W Leila).
                 Of her most important writings: my grandmother tales in 1935 – Alf Leila W Leila in 1943- Alkhwareg Literature in 1945- in literary criticism in 1955- The Devils is playing in 1964- and then the sun set in 1965.
                  Suheir Alqlmaoy was nicknamed as "professor of generations"; her mentality was the reason of being a deputy editor of the Journal of the Egyptian University. Then she became the editor of the magazine, despite her young age at this time but she took the first steps to the press. She began to write in magazines like "Elresala", "Elskafa", and "Apolo" in the third year of undergraduate studies and obtained a Bachelor of Department of Arabic and Oriental languages in 1933.
                   She worked as professor of modern Arabic literature at the Faculty of Arts in 1956 and then as head of the Arabic language (from 1958 to 1967). Also she supervised the (Arab Book House), and then supervised the institution of copyright in the period (1967-1971).
                  Suheir Alqlmaoi contributed in establishing the first international exhibition of the book in Cairo in 1969, which includes a particular sector for children, which continued after that and later became the annual exhibition of children's books, in 1979 became a member of the People's Assembly by the Department of Helwan, and participated in the membership of the Writers Union, and chosen as a member of the specialized Egyptian councils.

               Suheir Alqlmaoi represented Egypt in several international conferences; and was the first to establish the first library in the Uzbakia theatre lounge to sell books at half price, and she set the foundations for academic methods in the analysis of literature and art. She was the first woman to hold a professor degree in Arabic language in 1956, and the first Chairperson of the Department of Arabic Language; also she was the first woman to head the book institution. She was the first to hold an international book exhibition in Egypt. In 1953 she established an Association for the university graduates.
                The national Association for the defense of Rights and Freedoms believes that Suheir Alqlmaoi had excellence and determination that enabled her of struggling side by side with men and she had participated in paving the way for the participation of women to men, and gave an honorable example of Egyptian women.
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
