                              The first Headmistress of a school
            She was born on December 17, 1886 in the village of Mjul - Center Banha - Qliubia - her father was an officer in the Egyptian army and he traveled to the Sudan two months before she was born and died there; and she died in 1951.
            Nabwia Mosa- the lover of education- is one of the pioneers of education and social work education during the first half of the twentieth century, she was the first Egyptian headmistress and she was one of the sponsors of Dr. Samira Moussa, the Egyptian Atom scientist. And she was one of the pioneers of national work and women's liberation and women's movements of the last century in Egypt.

               Nabwia Mosa received the certificate of First Instance in 1903, and then joined the department of teachers in Alsania School, and she finished her studies in 1906.and she was appointed as a teacher in Abbas Primary School for Girls in Cairo. She started learning in her home with the help of her brother. Her family opposed her will to educate and to join the school, so she stole her mother's seal to apply for the school. 
          Nabwia Mosa applied to obtain a baccalaureate by self-effort at the time there was no baccalaureate school for girls, then she became the first Egyptian girl to succeed in the baccalaureate exam and obtain the baccalaureate certificate in 1907, and this success gave Nabwia Mosa a great fame.
          In 1909, Nabwia Mosa left her job the Ministry of Education; she became a supervisor of Muhammadiyah primary school for girls in Fayoum. She was the first woman to be a supervisor of a primary school. Nabwia Mosa managed of success in her mission as a publisher for the education of the girl in Fayoum, Which resulted in the great increase of the girls attending the school.

           In 1910, Ahmed Lotfi Elsaid nominated her to be the headmistress of the teachers' school in Mansoura. She became a manager and managed of advancing this school to win the first place in the efficiency initial test of the teachers. 
           Later, she moved to Cairo to be appointed at the Ministry of Education as a proxy for the teachers in Bolak in December 1919. In 1919 she was promoted to be the headmistress of the Wardian teachers' school in Alexandria and still in this job until 1920. And she succeeded in agreement with the members of upgrading the girl Assembly to establish a free primary school for girls in Alexandria and she became its manager. 
             Between (1937 - 1943 AD), Nabwia Mosa established a press and women's weekly magazine on behalf of the girl, first published in 1937. she participated in many educational conferences held during the first half of the twentieth century to discuss the problems of education, also played a great role in the defense of women's rights and in 1920, she published a book about women and work, and she also participated in the women's movement and she was included in the Egyptian woman delegation traveling to the international women conference held in Rome in 1923.
              She wrote a book for school entitled as "The fruit of life in the education of girls" decided by the knowledge Ministry to be studied as Arabic reading course in schools; also she had a great social activity through associations and women's conferences at the local and global levels.
               The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms sees that Nabwia Mosa when she stole her mother's seal to apply for the school represents a proof of the insistence of the Egyptian women to empower and occupying an advanced position among her mates, the opposite of what we are seeing now is the marginalization of the roles of Egyptian women at all levels.  
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
