      The first Egyptian woman works in journalism.

         She was born in Assiut Governorate, in May 20, 1910; and was one of the pioneers of the women's movement calling for the emancipation of women; and the first Egyptian woman works in the press, she called for the liberation of the woman and deleting the legality courts, and granting women all her political rights.
         Amina Elsaid was one of the pioneers of journalism in Egypt; she joined the "Faculty of Arts, in 1931 in the first batch of girls entering the Faculty of Arts and got her BA from the English department in 1935; and worked while studying journalism in the" Hope" magazine, then " Kawkab Elshark", " Akher Sa'a", and " Elmsawer". She was the first Egyptian woman to work in journalism.
          Her father was a doctor and a believer in educating women high education, when she was 15; she met Hoda Sharawi the founder of the women Union. Hoda Sharawi adopted Amena Elsaied and gave her the care until Amena entered the university. After she had graduated from the university, she worked in "Dar Elhelal", and then she moved to the Egyptian Radio and then returned to Dar Al-Hilal in 1945 where she worked until her death in August 13, 1995.
         She worked in acting during her university studying, she acted in the play " New Woman" written by Tawfik Elhakim, and she occupied a number of positions such as; editor-in-chief in "Hawaa" and " Elmsawer" magazines, and Chairperson of the Board of Directors in "Dar Elhelal", and she was a member in shura council, 
and elected more than one time a member of the Council of the Press Syndicate, and then Under-secretary and General secretary of the Women Union, she wrote a number of books such as; " Nhayet Altarek" ," Alhadaf Alkaber" ,and" Moshahadat fe Elhend".
           She was the writer of "Esaloni" section in "Elmsawer" magazine to solve the social problems; she won several awards including the Order of Merit of the first class, and the International Golden Globe Award, the Order of the Republic, and the Order of Culture and Arts.

             The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms sees that Amena Elsaied represents an example and a model for Egyptian women to be followed in the path of the Egyptian women; Amena Elsaied's father was a cause for her superiority as he believed that education is a must for the girl.
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
