                            The First Egyptian woman Lawyer

                 She was born on January 19, 1914 Drab al-Ahmar district; and died on September 3, 2002 at the age of 88 years; after a legal life in the bar of nearly sixty years. Mofida Abdel Rahman is the first Egyptian lawyer who practiced the legal profession.
                  She was married to the Islamic writer Mohammed Abdul Latif Ibn al-Khatib, the father of her 9 children and 20 grandchildren, when she was a wife and a mother for four children, she got her law degree I 1939. She was the first girl to enter the faculty of law in 1935; after she had graduated, she resorted to Mohamed Ali Aloba and applied a request for government job with salary 7 pounds. She engaged in public work, and represented Uzbkia and Elzaher department in many sessions of Parliament, and occupied the presidency of the Islam Women Association since 1960 until her death.
               She was the first woman to occupy a position as a member in the board of directors of a bank. She was the first woman to still a member in the National Assembly for 71 uninterrupted years. And she was the first lawyer in the Arab world represented to the high military courts, and the first woman lawyer to be recorded in the revocation. She established a lot of family guide offices that aimed at facing the family problems. She has been a member of the Bar Council and has trained dozens of the members; she retired from work when she was eighty years old.
               The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms addresses the Assembly Association of the state council which objected to the appointment of women as judges. Mofida Abdel Rahman was the first modal in this regard that she was the first woman lawyer in Egypt. And this is indicative of the presence of a negative discrimination view of men towards women which should be changed.
