                The first instructor- A Professor of International Law.
                             First ambassador to Egypt abroad.

                        Through her life, she had a certificate of 30 years spent in political work in the era of Naser and Sadat. She was the first instructor in the faculty of law, the first professor of the international law, and the first ambassador to Egypt abroad. Also she was the first woman to hold two different ministries continuance. She considered the most famous one who waged battles to in defend women's rights.
                       Dr\ Aisha Rateb the former Minister of Insurance and Social Affairs; she known for her opposition to the opening up law during her existence in the ministry on 1974. She resigned after January events on 1977, these events which known as the Revolution of the hungry as she was against the increasing prices; associated with the period of her chairmanship of the Ministry of Insurance to extend the umbrella of social insurance...
                 Dr\ Aisha Rateb was graduated from the faculty of law on 1949, at the same year, she filed a lawsuit before the State Council to appeal against the decision to reject her appointment as long as she is a woman and that her existence in the council conflicts with the traditions of Egyptian society.
                She was born in February 22, 1928 in Cairo; she had a number of scientific degrees such as very good degree in the Bachelor of Law in 1949, and Diploma of Public Law 1950; Diploma of Private Law, 1951; and a PhD from the Faculty of Law, Cairo University, 1955.
                 She was appointed as a teacher and an assistant professor and then professor and head of public international law at Cairo University. She took the post of Minister of Social Affairs in the early eighties; and later became a full-time Professor, Faculty of Law, and Cairo University.
                From her writings; the individual and international law; regional organizations and specialized agencies; diplomatic and consular organizing,
The contemporary theory of neutrality; the revolution of July 23, 1952; international relations; international and Arabic relations; and demilitarized zones. And she was awarded the State Incentive in the social sciences from the Supreme Council of Culture in 1995. 
               Aisha Rateb said in the programme " I was a Minister" ,presented by Gamal Elkeshky, she said that if she returned to the ministry, she would withdraw insurance money of Ghali(Minister of Finance), and she confirmed that she participated Alsadat president in the decision of war 1973 during a special meeting between them,  and she suggested to him by the amendment of the Constitution on the responsibilities of prime minister so as not to incompatible with the powers of the President of the Republic, noting that he relied upon her in making legal decisions.
                The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms addresses the members of the General Assembly of the State Council who objected to appoint women as judges, that Dr. Aisha Ratib filed a lawsuit before the State Council in 1949 to appeal the decision to reject her appointment as long as she is a woman and that her existence conflicts with the traditions of Egyptian society.
