             The First Egyptian Woman Swimmer.

                     Enas Haa'i is the first Egyptian woman swimmer, the first girl to win the world title in the first long-distance swimming for girls in 1955 in France; she was born in 1930 in Hadai'k Elkoba, married to the artist Adel Khairi in 1956, and died on February 19, 2009. 
                      The late President Gamal Abdel Nasser's granted her the State Medal First Class; she joined the Faculty of Law, but preferred to exercise. She gave birth to 3 children who are Atia, Azza and Abla who crossed the Manche 3 times.

                 The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms confirms that women have defended the right even in sports, Enas Haa'i  is a proof and example; she opened the door after that for many women to enter this field and practice this game such as Nafisa Ghamrawy; the leader of women's sport in Egypt, and Nabila Abdelrahman, and many others of swimmers, who the whole world  applauded  for them, such as Suheir Abdelbaki,Sahar Mansor,Shadia Elragheb,and Abla Khairi who was the youngest Egyptian woman swimmer to cross the Manche. And Rania Elwani, who became the first woman to gain the membership of the International Olympic Committee.
