The Constitutional Court's decision to appoint women judges in the State Council is a gift for women in their anniversary.
           The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms welcomes the Constitutional Court's decision on the day before yesterday that resolved the crisis of the women judges of the State Council. After the Special counseling room in the court which headed by consultant Farouk Sultan, had confessed the women's right to become judges of the State Council.
          The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms was optimistic about the decision before announcing it by hours of the anniversary celebrations for Egyptian Women; The Court's decision was to give women their right and to present her a gift in her anniversary on 16 March every year, and the court's decision issued on 15 March to correct matters and to give everyone his rights. This decision admits the women's right to assume the administrative judiciary; and declares the competence of the Privy Council to issue the appointment decision, particularly that the counsel room which includes the oldest seven senior advisers of the super constitutional, that room counsel does not distinguish between male and female to assume public positions or the judiciary; also approved the eligibility of the Privy Council of the State Council to issue the appointment decision and  that it is not the rights of the General Assembly of the State Council's advisers.
               The National Association for the Defense Rights and Freedoms confirms that Article 40 of the Egyptian Constitution stipulates that "Citizens are equal before the law; they are equal in rights and duties without discrimination based on sex, origin, language, religion or creed." 
              The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms called for by the statement issued a few days ago to invite all civil society organizations working in the area of women and with the National Council for Women to come together to support the appointment of Egyptian women in the judicial functions of the State Council; and work to eliminate the negative perception of women Egypt; and faith in various institutions of society as a whole the positive participation of women in all fields.
