                                 Safia Elmohandes

            The Mother of the Egyptian Broadcasters.

                    She is the daughter of the Egyptian linguist Zaki Elmohandes, the Dean of Dar Al Uloom Faculty and Vice-President of the Arabic Language Academy in Cairo. She is the elder sister of the late artist Fouad el-Mohandes, and she was the reason for his work in acting. She was born in 1922 and died in the June 13, 2007.
                   Safia Elmohandes – the mother of the Egyptian Broadcasters- is the wife of the broadcaster\ Mohammed Mahmoud Shabaan(Baba Sharo). She joined Alsania School on 1937. And joined the social activity and the acting team in the school. And obtained a Bachelor of Arts English department in 1945.  She began her work in radio on 1947; she is one of the founders of the Egyptian Radio and of the early women's voices.
                 She participated in the women corner which after a while transferred into a program called " Rabat Elbyot" that she presented in it solutions for a lot of problems. ; Received many awards from the Ministry of Culture, Media and the Medical Association.
                 She is the first woman to be the head of the Egyptian Radio. She was a friend for a lot of Egyptian families trough her famous radio programs such as " Rabat Elbyot, Rokn Elmara'a, and Ailet Marzouk Afandi".

               Through her life, she assumed a lot of positions in the Egyptian radio such as a supervisor of women programme on 1965, and a General Manger of the general programme of the radio on 1967, then a Vice-head of the radio, and a head of the radio on the period (1975-1982). She retired on 1982. On 1999, she was selected as member of the Board of Trustees of the Radio and Television Union, Then a member of the Shura Council and a member of the National Council for the Arts.
                  The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms confirms that the Egyptian woman always seek the leadership, that she fights to assume high positions because she see that she is an important partner in the society. Who is seeking to be an active member for the advancement and glory of Egypt and Safia Elmohandes is the best evidence on that.
