Rose Alyosef

Lebanese woman, but she loved the soil of Egypt and became      one of its people.
                 She is Fatma Alyosef, a Lebanese woman from a Turkish origin, she originated as an orphan in a Lebanese Christian family which raised her and named her "Rosa". When she became a young woman, she traveled to Egypt and there she discovered her literal and acting talent. 
                   She was born in Lebanon in 1888 and died in 1958 and her real name Fatima Mohammed Mohideen Yousuf.she became an orphan when she was 7 years old, she traveled to Egypt when she was 14 years old where she began her life as a growing actor in "Aziz Eid" theatrical band. At this period, she learned reading, writing, and acting also. And she became the first actor in Egypt, the critics called her "Sarah Bernard of the East."
                   Rose Alyosef who was named Fatma Yousef, married from the artist" Mohammed abdul Kodos" and born her son " Ehsan" who became one of the great authors in Egypt. After her artistic success, she decided to give up acting and work in press, so on October 26 1925, she issued an artistic magazine named " Rosa Alyosef" which became wide spread, and then the magazine turned into politics, and the first press report was through the trial of Mahmoud Fahmi Elnokrashi and Ahmed Maher in one of the political cases, and then "Rose Alyosef" magazine became a edifice of thought and literature edifices.
                   Rose Alyosef considered as the pioneer of the press in Egypt. She is a teacher and a leader for the whole generation and one of the most important writers and journalists in Egypt that she began her career in Rose Alyousef magazine. Rose Alyousef granted her magazine for the service of the nation's cases so she waged pitched battles with the king and the British authorities. There were distinguished writers in Rose Alyousef magazine such as Abbas Elakad and Mahmoud Azmi. Rose Alyousef issued other magazines such as "Alrakib- Sada Elhak-Elshark Eladna- Masr Hora" and also Sabah Elkher magazine on 1056.
                      Fatma Alyousef married three times firstly, and then she married the engineer artist\ Mohammed Abdel Kodos "and later declared Islam, and was named Fatma instead of "Rose" the Christian name and born "Ehsan" who became one of the great writers in Egypt.
And then she married playwright Zaki Taliman, then the lawyer Qasim Amin the grandson of Qasim Amin, the author of Women's Liberation.

             The National Association for the Defense of rights and Freedoms confirms that Rose Alyousef wasn't just a pioneer in art and journalism, but also an active leader in the emerging women's movement, she prompted the ladies to work in all fields to participate in the advancement of their families' financial level and that was the reason to appoint a lot of girls in her magazine.
