                   Eva Habil kreles – 53 years old – unmarried woman, she get her bachelor in the faculty of law-Ain Shams University on 1980. She is a rural Christian woman works as a lawyer. All these features for the first woman mayor in Egypt.

                She struggled against five men to be appointed as a mayor of her village. She liked the political and civil work since she was a child, then she was able to carry the burden of the mayoralty. Appointing her as a mayor is an evidence for that the only condition for being a mayor is to be loyal to the village disregarded of being a woman or a man, Muslim or Christian. Muslims are the happiest people of appointing Eva Habil as a mayor. There is no condemnation of the village towards the decision of appointing her as a mayor even she is a woman. Her real aim is to solve the problems and daily disputes in the village.

                   Eva Habil is an elected member in the local people's council in Assuit. And she is a mayor for a village where the majority of its people are Christians which named" Kamboha Bahry" in Assuit.
                     The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms confirms that Eva Habil is a good example of the support of the Egyptian woman in decision-making positions, that always the men inherit the mayoralty from their fathers, but this is the first time for a woman to be appointed as a mayor.
