                       Nour Elhoda Mohammed Sultan one of the Egyptian activists who advocate the national independence in Egypt and the feminist activity in the late nineteenth century and until the mid-twentieth century.
                     She is Hoda Sharawi who was born in the city of Minya, June 23, 1879; she is the daughter of Muhammad Sultan Pasha, she was educated at the home of her parents; and married at the age of thirteen of the son of her aunt, he was older than her by nearly forty years, then the name of her family changed into " Sharawi". Huda gave birth to a daughter called " Buthaina "and a son called" Mohammed ".

                   Hoda founded an association for the care of the children in1907. In 1908, she succeeded in persuading the Egyptian university to specify a hall for the feminist lectures, her husband had obvious political activity in 1919 revolution and that had a significant impact upon Hoda's activity. She participated as a leader in women-led demonstrations in 1919, and also she established "central delegation committee for women" and has supervised it.
                 In 1921, while the Egyptians welcomes the arrival of Saad Zaghlul , Hoda Shaarawi called for raising the minimum age for marriage for girls to be 16 years old, as well as for boys to 18 years, and asked everyone to support women's education and also the occupational and political work, and called for taking-off the veil and she took it off also.
                 Huda Sharawi declared the notarizing of the first female union in Egypt called the "Egyptian Feminist Union" in 1923, and served as his presidency until 1947. It also was a founding member in the "Arab Women's Union" and became its president in 1935, in the same year it had become Vice-Chairperson of the International Women's union committee

                Shaarawi participated in several international conferences including the Rome Conference in 1923 and the Paris Conference in 1926 and the Amsterdam conference in 1927 and the Berlin Conference of 1927 and Istanbul in 1935.
                 Hoda Shaarawi supported the establishment of bulletin "Arab women" speaking on behalf of the Arab Women's Union, and established the Egyptian magazine in 1937.
                 She was at the forefront of librated women, but she was one of the important westernized female symbols in the Arab world. She was the first women who take-off her veil and in public in front of people and trampled feet with her colleague "Siza Nabrawi" after returning from an international women's conference in 1923, she was the link between the Arabic female movements and the western ones. She participated in the 14 female international conferences in the Arab world, and established 15 women's association in Egypt alone, and founded two female journals, one Arabic and one in French, and also she quoted the ideas of the liberty of woman in Egypt to Arab countries.

                  Hoda Shaarawi died on December 13, 1947, two weeks after sending a strongly worded letter of protest to the United Nations after the partition of Palestine by the United Nations; and before that she called for organizing the female efforts to collect some materials and clothes, and volunteering in nursing and ambulance.

She has left many works, as "The age of Harem", this is a publication tells the notes of Egyptian women in the period between (1880-1924).
                 The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms confirms all defenders of women's rights in Egypt that Hoda Sharawi is an example for supporting the Egyptian woman role throughout the Egyptian history.

                 The National Association for the Defense of Rights and Freedoms declares for all who oppose the support and empowerment for the Egyptian woman that Hoda Sharawi established 15 feminist associations in Egypt 70 years ago. She quoted the ideas of the liberty of woman in Egypt to Arab countries. Everyone should seek to discover a woman like Hoda Sharawi in this age rather than depriving women in Egypt to hold office and empowerment.
